01157 Narrative - Hooper Bay Wind Access Road

The scope of work for the overall project was to design, permit and construct an approximately 1100 foot (.21 mile), 16’-0” wide roadway with 2:1 side slope, to provide necessary access to each of the (3) wind turbine pad sites, and secondarily to improve access to local subsistence resources.  Tasks included: place geotextile fabric over existing vegetation, insulate with two layers of 2” thick rigid insulation board, place local granular fill (mined beach sand), and install jute mesh along the shoulder of the roadway along with hydroseed mulch and fertilizer.  A six-inch, non-frost-susceptible gravel course was later required to stabilize the fill on the roadway and at each of the three wind turbine pad sites. This project was coordinated in a manner that allowed another local project, the Hooper Bay Subsistence ATV Project to be extended an additional distance.  Early funding for this project was provided under award 343-07, and later funding was provided under award 01157.
