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This Denali Commission project is being closed because it is complete and is in full operation, and its funding awards have expired. A new utility-scale, diesel-fired electric power plant was constructed in Savoonga, Alaska.  The new power plant consists of eight modules connected by a covered corridor, all placed on a post-and-pad foundation at a height and in a configuration designed to protect it from drifting snow.  It includes three generating units of varying sizes that total a combined generating capacity of 1,686 kW, and it provides essentially all of the electric power consumed by the community of Savoonga, a remote village situated on St. Lawrence Island well off the west coast of Alaska.       

[bookmark: _GoBack]Alaska Village Electric Cooperative, Inc., (AVEC) was the grantee.  AVEC acted as overall project manager, designed the power plant (other than civil and foundation), and coordinated the procurement, fabrication and outfitting of the plant’s major components. On-site construction was managed by STG, Inc., which also provided much of the heavy construction equipment and skilled labor employed on the job. Local skilled and unskilled labor and equipment was also employed.  Civil and foundation engineering design was accomplished by CE2 Engineers.  

This project was developed and built as part of an amalgamated program of DC Energy Program projects for Savoonga, in conjunction with other DC projects as follows: 39E Electrical Distribution to Power Plant, 39A Bulk Fuel Storage Project, 39C Wind Generation and 39F Electrical Distribution to Wind, and 39D Heat Recovery (feasibility only, not constructed).

The completed project meets all current regulations and codes governing electrical generation facilities of this size. No federal funds are available for de-obligation on this project.
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
