During this quarter the last training for this fiscal year was coordinated and took place from April 17th to the 28th.  Twenty (20) Participants came from the villages of Shishmaref, Unalakleet, Ambler, Kobuk, and Stebbins and stayed in Anchorage.

Training was delivered in the areas of Plumbing and Carpentry.  The plumbing class and the First Aid/CPR and OSHA were all held at the Plumbers LU 367 Training Center and the carpentry classes took place at the Southern Alaska Carpenters Training Center.  Certificates were received for First Aid/CPR, OSHA10, powder actuated tools, and completion certificates in either Plumbing I or Carpentry I.
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ANTHC and AWP have been collaborating to develop a data base to track the employment histories of all participants over the last two years.  This was part of ANTHC’s reporting responsibility under the grant.  AWP has assisted with the creation of training files by ANTHC so they have complete files on all participants including copies of all certificates earned and necessary contact information.
