The Bulk Fuels class will then lead right into the summer itinerant training schedule.

Our current instructor will get help through the upcoming Bulk Fuels class from our past instructor. In all the training has been going well and the students are gaining the job skills and training they need to succeed.  I would like to find a 15 passenger Van to have dedicated to the Power Plant and Bulk Fuels programs. It’s purpose would be transporting students to and from the various sites they train at, and for the field trips they take. It is not with in AVTEC’s budget to purchase such a vehicle. We have used our dormitory van but it then leaves them without transportation for other students.
