The goal for the Student Training for Alaska Rural Trades program (START) initiated by Chugach School District (CSD) in 2005, is to prepare rural youth and young adults (ages 16-24) for the world of work with a focus on high growth, priority industries in Alaska.  CSD will also serve youth in rural communities from various partners, including Lake and Peninsula, Bering Strait, Kuspuk and Denali School Districts.  The START program will provide career exploration opportunities, work readiness training, experiential instruction in technical mathematics and literacy and hands-on training for all youth and young adults, including those who have dropped out of school or are at risk of doing so.  Training will include what Alaskan employers identify as essential skills, such as personal/social, academic and employability skills.  In order to practice these skills in real-life settings, the START program will provide opportunities in job shadowing, internships, certification programs, and trade apprenticeships.

The Denali Youth Initiative Program has helped Chugach School District provide 10 School-to-Work training sessions for 89 students from Chugach, Lake and Peninsula, Kenai, Kuspuk, Bering Strait and Denali Borough School District.
