Thank you for the call to clarify how the winter dredging work will be conducted and inquire about the possible need for an additional amendment to FH 10-II-0188 to allow for the activity.  What you described is that the boat harbor and entrance channel will freeze solid to the bottom, the ice will be broken and lifted out, and the equipment will then be operated on the frozen streambed/sediment to conduct the dredging.  

 

The intent of the stipulations in FH 10-II-0188 Amendment I is that no wheeled or tracked equipment be operated in the flowing waters of the unnamed slough of the Kuskokwim River.  If you are not operating wheeled/tracked equipment in the water and only operating equipment on the frozen stream bed/sediment, then this permit and amendment allows for you to perform the dredging as described.
