The Education and Outreach Project will encourage EECBGTribal Partners, private and public sector

entities, and all Bristol Bay residents to make practical, energy conscious decisions. The project

will  provide a greater understanding of how important it is to reduce individual energy use and help
in local and regional energy policy and planning. The Education and Outreach project will focus on
increasing knowledge about energy options and opportunities, lowering home and business heating and
electric use and costs, and increasing personal and community involvement in energy issues. The
program will  provide public education on efficiency and conservation strategies; serve as a
clearinghouse for energy information, products, programs and contacts; and provide opportunities to
share experiences and expertise. The program will work to insure that residents are aware of financial
assistance, rebate, tax and other incentives that would encourage energy savings; provide information
on how efficiency and conservation measures can be implemented by residents in homes, business and
government facilities and offer lessons about the effectiveness/cost savings of local efficiency and
conservation efforts in rural  Alaska.

1. An energy summit and workshops will be held in the region to engage and educate Tribes on the
importance  of energy efficiency as individuals and communities prepare for alternative energy. The
conference  portion  will include presentations from the governor's office, State of Alaska
energy-related agencies, the National Renewable Energy Laboratory, U.S. Department of Agriculture,
Denali Commission, the Bristol Bay Campus (a rural university grounds serving southwest Alaska through
the College of Rural & Community Development and the University of Alaska Fairbanks), the Alaska
Center for Energy & Power, congressional representatives, state policy makers, and regional entities.
The workshop portion  will  provide practical information to participants on the specifics of reducing
energy, and will include topics such as, lighting and appliances, weatherization for homes, energy
audits, advanced lighting technology, and alternative energy specific to the region - wood and wind.
2. An energy web site will be developed to serve as a clearinghouse for information related to energy
efficiency, conservation and alternative energy, including but not limited to products, policies,
planning, technical and funding assistance available at the local, regional, state and federal levels.
3. An option to contract with technical resources and/or energy professionals whose expertise would
address  specific efficiency, conservation or alternative energy planning issues and support the goals

and implementation of the EECBGprogram.
