The Association of Village Council  Presidents, Inc. (AVCP) proposes to work with member Tribes in the
Yukon-Kuskokwim Delta region of Alaska, the Alaska Village Electric Cooperative, Inc. (AVEC), to
install residential advanced metering devices, and the Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium (ANTHC)
to conduct community energy audits on community buildings.

A description of the proposed activity is as follows.

Energy Audits: Many of the communities in the AVCP service area have received previous energy
efficiency projects including weatherization and lighting improvement  projects — primarily for
individual homes and some community buildings. However, the parties to this collaboration understand
that additional opportunities are available including energy consumption for commercial structures,
sanitation facilities and for those communities that have yet to receive prior energy efficiency
projects. The proposed energy audits will be completed by a team established by technical staff  from
ANTHC, AVEC and also the AVCP Housing Authority. In this manner the largest “silos” of energy
consumption  for rural Alaska villages will  be addressed: power systems, sanitation systems. It the
goal of the collaborative partners that the energy audits will identify high “return on investment”
opportunities for energy efficiency projects  that the communites and the partners can then seek

future  funding from other sources.
