Anton Larsen Bay Dock Replacement
The Kodiak Island Borough received grant from the Alaska Legislature and Denali Commission to provide for the replacement and expansion of the aging existing floating dock facilities at Anton Larsen Bay. The Denali Commission Grant monies have been utilized for the design, geotechnical surveying and drilling as well as permitting required for the construction and installation of this project. 
The current status of the project is that the Kodiak Island Borough has awarded the contract for the construction of the floats and gangway to Rainier Welding of Redmond, Washington. The dock components are scheduled for delivery in Kodiak by April 6, 2015.
The installation bid package is being advertised starting January 9, 2015 for a bid date in February 2015. The projection is for this facility to be completed for public use by the beginning of June 2015.
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
