[bookmark: _GoBack]Affordable Care Act Compliance:  Community Health Needs Assessment and Implementation Plan
Community Health Needs Assessment (CHA):  The hospital facility must define the community it serves and assess the health needs of that community.  The hospital facility must also document the CHNA in a written report that is adopted for the hospital facility by an authorized body of the hospital facility.  Finally, consistent with section 501(r)(3)(B)(i), the hospital facility must make the CHNA report widely available to the public.  (pg. 26, IRS CFR Parts 1 and 53)
Implementation Plan:  A plan that outlines a strategy to meet the community health needs identified through the CHNA and a description of any needs that are not being addressed together with the reasons why the needs are not being addressed. (pg. 5, IRS CFR Parts 1 and 53).
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
