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Work carried out in the first quarter of 2010 included the installation of a dissolved oxygen (DO) sensor in the RTF STP.  This was done to investigate the potential for using a DO sensor to monitor system performance.  Not enough time has elapsed since installation of the DO to reach definitive conclusions.  The project partners (Lifewater Engineering Company, Geo-Watersheds Scientific, and CCHRC) will be discussing the DO sensor data in the future to determine its potential for use in future generations of the STP.   (A photograph of the RTF STP is attached).

 In the Anaktuvak Pass home, the STP serves as both wastewater treatment, and as a component of the home ventilation system.  Through the monitoring of the prototype home CCHRC is currently modifying both the STP and the ventilation system to improve the interaction between the STP and the home air handling system.  Improving this interaction may be beneficial in terms of minimizing energy use.  

Temperature and power data from the Anaktuvuk Pass House STP has been streamed on the web and logged since October 20, 2009.
