Patient Hostel Project Report

1st Quarter FY2006
The Patient Hostel Project will provide safe, comfortable overnight accommodations for village-based patients whose course of treatment requires overnight stays in the Norton Sound Regional Hospital.  The 10,000sf Patient Hostel will contain 21 hotel-style sleeping rooms, including seven specifically designed to address the needs of elders. 

Construction began in the fall of 2003.  Funding for the completion of the patient hostel has been secured through the Denali Commission, Rasmuson Foundation, Indian Health Service, and the commitment of the NSHC Board of Directors. 

Components on the exterior of the building that have been completed include: Painting, siding installation, shingle installation, and east and west wing windows.
Progress on the interior includes:  framing is complete, plumbing rough-in is complete with the exception of the knuckle, electrical rough-in is 95% complete on the east wing and 75% complete on the west wing, insulating walls and sheet-rocking is 45% complete, sprinkler system 80% complete, and procurement of patient hostel entrance windows 95% complete.
Currently work is on hold for the winter break.  Construction will again commence March 2006. Remaining outside includes: final grading, installation of ramp/landings, trenching for sewer system and setting light pole bases

Remaining interior work includes: electrical rough-in, installation of sheetrock, windows, sprinkler system, showers, sinks, toilets, etc.  The project is scheduled to be completed in the fall of 2006.
