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Summary of activities:

On April 2, I contacted Victoria Iritsky from Northland Services for current rates for shipping on the burn box. Before the arrival of burn unit we posted 2 openings for part-time laborers. 

On June 24, 2010 we received the trailer mounted burn unit which was delivered by the Bering Trader and a document for the delivery was signed off by John Walter, Jr. The 2 hired hands then unloaded, set-up and inventoried the burn unit. We then hired a certified heavy equipment operator on July 17, 18 and 19 to transfer the burn unit to the dumpsite.

On September 2 Doug Huntman and a co-worker from DEC arrived to inspect the dumpsite. Pictures were taken and Doug made suggestions regarding the placement of the burn unit, bulldozing the trash and that the fence itself needed completion. The solid waste manual was briefly reviewed and handed to the coordinator.

The sold sticker for the conex JORU648154 5 was handed over by AJ Salkoski and the sticker was affixed on the conex on October 26. The totes and personal protection equipment supplies were received in the month of August. The burn unit, totes and conex that we received will benefit our community. 

The connex we currently have is not an adequate storage space for the lead acid batteries, and the batteries need to be stored away from moisture and snow.  Storing/shipping the batteries in totes will prevent leaching into the water/or land therefore protecting the land, water and public health of our community.

As of now there is a job posted for a land fill technician/operator and we have received an applicant so far. The Native Village of Tununak would like to thank AJ Salkoski for his help in obtaining the equipment/supplies that we so direly needed.
